Renewable Energy Classroom: Phoenixville Explores
Human Waste as a Path to Carbon Neutrality

An emerging technology called hydrothermal carbonization (HTC) could help
Phoenixville achieve its goal of 100% renewable energy deployment. HTC uses high-
temperature pressurization to rapidly convert organic waste into carbon-neutral biofuel,
essentially replicating coal formation in hours rather than millions of years.

The resulting material can be burned for energy or sequestered into the built
environment, replacing mined coal and preventing tens of thousands of additional
carbon emissions annually. Unlike coal, which releases carbon stored for millions of
years, biofuel only emits recently captured atmospheric carbon, making it effectively
carbon neutral.

The process replaces anaerobic digestion in wastewater treatment, preventing flared
methane and breaking down pollutants like microplastics, pharmaceuticals, and
surfactants that persist in the environment after traditional sewage treatment.

Phoenixville’s PXVINEQ facility could begin processing sewage as early as spring
2026, creating a circular system that powers its own operations and returns energy to
the grid, transforming the Borough’s largest energy user into an energy producer.
